SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1. RULES 
[bookmark: _Hlk186119768]1.1.  The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2025-2028. 
1.2.  The USS prescriptions to the Preamble to Section B of Part 5 and RRS 63.1(b) are deleted.
1.3.  The LLPHRF handicaps assigned by the Lake Lanier PHRF committee.
1.4.  The organizing authority for the Hot Ruddered Bum Regatta is the UYC Maritime Foundation, Inc. 
2. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS 
[bookmark: _Hlk186119740]Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board at Carswell Pavilion at UYC. 
3. CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
Any change to the sailing instructions, including any change to the schedule of races, will be posted on the official notice board by 10:30 on the day the change will take effect. 
4. SCHEDULE OF RACES and CLASS FLAGS 
4.1.  Race Committee will attempt multiple races. 
4.2.  Saturday, February 1 – warning signal for the first race at 11:55, subsequent races to follow. If the R/C intends to start another race for the PHRF fleet it will display the Lima (“L”) Flag with no horn as the boats approach the finish line.  Boats that finish should remain close to the R/C boat but out of the way of the finishing boats. 
4.3. Class Flags: Sport = Number Pennant 1 
                   Low PHRF = Number Pennant 2 
                   High PHRF = Number Pennant 3 
                   Cruisers = Number Pennant 5
Other class flags may be specified as needed at the skipper’s meeting and will be posted on the official notice board.

5. RACING AREA 
The racing starting area is anticipated to be in the main lake body near island markers 13 or 16, but may be moved at the sole discretion of the Race Committee.  Any anticipated changes will be announced at the competitor’s meeting and broadcast on VHF Channel 69.
6. THE COURSES 
Course and class starting order will be posted on the stern of the R/C signal boat. Boats are instructed to maintain a clockwise pattern around the Race Committee signal boat while observing the course instructions. Courses will be designated by the mark’s letter or number and the side of the boat to which the marks are to be left. If temporary marks are to be used, they will be designated by the using the nearest permanent mark followed by "T" and the direction the mark is to be rounded (for example 13 T P meaning round the temporary mark nearest Corps of Engineers Mark 13 to port). 
7. MARKS 
Marks will be Corps of Engineers Permanent marks, LLSC maintained Permanent Marks or temporary marks placed near one of these marks. Temporary marks will be orange or yellow tetrahedrons or balls. 
8. THE START 
8.1. The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Race Committee signal boat and a nearby permanent or temporary mark. 
8.2. A boat starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal shall be scored Did Not Start (DNS). This changes RRS 35, A4 and A5.
9. CHANGE OF COURSE AFTER THE START 
As permitted in RRS 32, The Race Committee may shorten the course or abandon the race.
10. THE FINISH 
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an blue flag or shape on the Race Committee boat and a nearby permanent or temporary mark.
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11. TIME LIMITS 
11.1. Any boat that has not finished within 45 minutes of the second boat finishing in her fleet shall be scored Did Not Finish (DNF). This changes RRS rules 35, A4 and A5. 
11.2. Per RRS 32.1(b) the Race Committee may shorten the course or abandon the race because of insufficient wind making it unlikely that any boat will sail the course within the race time limit.
11.3. The race time limit is 2 hours.
12. RADIO 
[bookmark: _Hlk186119707]12.1. All boats shall have a working VHF radio on board capable of receiving broadcasts on channel 69.
12.2. The R/C will attempt to announce on VHF channel 69 the course to be sailed and the countdown to start. Radio announcements are courtesies and are not grounds for redress. 
12.3. Boats shall not make any radio communications on VHF Channel 69 while racing unless there is an emergency or in response to Race Committee or if notifying the Race Committee of its intention to protest.
13. PROTESTS 
13.1. Add RRS 60.2(a)(3): A boat intending to protest another boat shall notify the Race Committee as soon as possible at the finish of the race by VHF channel 69 in which the incident occurred stating the protesting boat’s sail number and the sail number(s) of the boat(s) she is protesting.
13.2. Protests should be delivered by email to warrencollier@gmail.com no later than the end of the protest time limit and shall contain the following:
1) the protesting boat’s sail number, name and type of boat
2) name, cell phone number and email of the protesting boat’s representative 
3) the sail number and/or name of each boat being protested plus the skipper’s name and cell phone number or email, if known and
4) a description of the incident which includes:
    a) the Race number that the incident occurred
    b) the leg of the race that the incident occurred and 
    c) an explanation of what happened to cause the protest.
While not preferred, protests may be filed in person at Carswell Pavilion at UYC no later than the protest time limit.
13.3. Protests shall be filed within sixty minutes after the signal boat has docked. A horn will be sounded to signal the start of protest time.
13.4. Notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the end of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held in the Beach House as soon as is practicably possible. It is a protesting party’s unshared responsibility to learn the time and place of the hearings and to assure a representative of the party and any witnesses they wish to testify are present at the hearing.

13.5. The race committee will post a list of penalties being assigned by the race committee prior to the end of protest time limit. The deadline for requesting redress based on these scores will be either 30 minutes after posting of the penalty notice or the protest time limit, whichever is later. This changes RRS 61.2(3). 
13.6. A request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the party requesting reopening was informed of the decision on that day. This changes RRS 63.7(b)(1). 
13.7. A request for redress based on a jury decision shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the decision was posted. This changes RRS 61.2(2). 
14. SCORING 
14.1. The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A shall apply as modified by SI 8.2, 11.1 and 14.3.
14.2. Races will be scored using the Time-on-Distance method, using LLPHRF handicaps assigned by the Lake Lanier PHRF committee. Spinnaker boats will be scored using their unadjusted LLPHRF rating and non-spinnaker boats will have an adjustment of 15 seconds added to their LLPHRF rating.
14.3. Each boat’s score will be the total of her race scores with no exclusions. This changes RRS A2.1.
15. TROPHIES 
[bookmark: _Hlk186120367]Trophies will be awarded to the top boat or boats for each fleet depending on the number of entries in each fleet at the awards ceremony in Carswell Pavilion. 
16. DISCHARGE OF TRASH 
Intentionally putting trash into the water is prohibited per RRS 47. Any boat observed by the race committee to be in violation is subject to protest by the Race Committee and the penalty shall be 20%. A boat may exonerate herself by retrieving the trash. Only the Race Committee may protest a boat under SI 16.
17. LIABILITY 
Sailing is an activity that has an inherent risk of damage and injury. Competitors in this event are participating entirely at their own risk. See RRS 3, Decision to Race.  The race organizers (organizing authority, race committee, protest committee, host club, sponsors, or any other organization or official) will not be responsible for damage to any boat or other property or the injury to any competitor, including death, sustained as a result of participation in this event. By participating in this event, each competitor agrees to release the race organizers from any and all liability associated with such competitor’s participation in this event to the fullest extent permitted by law.
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
